Whereas: The Student Government Association (SGA) of Ramapo College of New Jersey is the liaison
body to the Faculty, Staff, Administration, the Board of Trustees, and the Board of Governors of
Ramapo College of New Jersey;

Whereas: Ramapo College of New Jersey has a statue called 2QH ODQ LQ OHPRU\ RI 6L[ OLWLRQ located
in front of the Berrie Center dedicated to commemorating the victims and survivors of the Holocaust as
well as their families and communities;

Whereas: There has been a nationwide rise of antisemitism propagated by major cultural, political, and
media figures including but not limited to the proliferation of hate groups in the country and white
nationalism;

Whereas: Ramapo College of New Jersey has made efforts to foster a safe space for communities
affected by genocide by creating the Gross Center For Holocaust & Genocide Studies;

Whereas: The misinterpretation and lack of awareness regarding the 2QH ODQ LQ OHPRU\ RI 6L[ OLOLRQ
statue has only furthered feelings of exclusion for Jewish students on campus, and has undermined the
generational trauma they carry with them;

Whereas: There is insufficient lighting in the area surrounding the 2QH ODQ LQ OHPRU\ RI 6L[ OLILRQ
statue which has led to visibility concerns as well as lack of knowledge of the statue;
