Name
This committee shall be known as the Academic Policy Council.

Purpose
The committee's purpose is to provide oversight, recommendations, and guidance on matters
related to academic policy at Ramapo College of New Jersey. The committee is responsible for
reviewing and proposing academic policies in support of the maintenance of academic
standards, and facilitating communication and collaboration among faculty, staff, and
administration in academic matters. The committee may also serve as an informal advisory

Quorum
A quorum for conducting Council business shall consist of 50% plus one of voting members.

Voting
A matter pending before the committee shall pass when approved by the majority of those
committee members present at the time of the vote.
